1. Guidelines for a platform presentation:

Abstracts are invited for platform presentations of 20 minutes, in one of the themes above. 

Platform presentations may be academic research presentations OR presentations about a project, case study, ongoing challenge etc.

Some likely headings for a research project would be:

Background to the project, Methods Used, Results, Conclusions, Recommendations 

But if the presentation is not about a research project the headings may be:

Background, Description of Activities, Challenges, Outcomes, Recommendations 

2. Guidelines for a poster presentation: 
The poster presentations should be on a paper measuring a maximum of 1m/1.25m. The poster should include the title of your presentation and details of the organisations represented and people involved. The font size used should be 30 or larger. It is best to limit the amount of information on the poster so that it can be easily read and assimilated by other participants. 

Some likely headings for a research project would be:

Background to the project, Methods Used, Results, Conclusions, Recommendations 

But if the poster is not about a research project the headings may be:

Background, Description of Activities, Challenges, Outcomes, Recommendations
