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Note of Technology Group (Hearing Impairment) Meeting held at the SSC on 27 February 2014 at Scottish Sensory Centre.

1. Organisation
We discussed how meetings could be held in different areas or subgroupings could work on issues at a more local meeting eg Inverness/Aberdeen. Edinburgh was deemed accessible for most attendees for the larger group meetings. The next meeting would be a longer day to look at the details of the work we will carry out. The SSC will set up a web area for meeting notes etc.

ACTION: Web area to be set up (SM).
2. Interests/Groups
· Technology: looking at the equipment eg devices and systems. 
· Assessment: looking at how classroom assessments can be helped or hindered by technology. Invite speakers from SQA etc to address the group.
ACTION: Identify and invite speakers.
· Toolkit for staff and pupils: everyone was very keen to input into this resource, we will have to break down the component parts of the task to allocate to groups.
ACTION: Create subgroups.
· Case studies were discussed and it would be useful to create a resource of anonymised examples.

3. Subtitles
Suggested that we could draw up a list of pros and cons/comparisons for specific ways of subtitling eg software. There is a possible demand for a national resource or network of subtitled films. Teachers may use clips in class with no notice to ToDs. ‘Good subtitles match what is spoken.’ 
ACTION: Create list of subtitling options? Good practice guide for subtitling?
4. AOCB

Discussion turned to raising confidence levels of children both in knowing their technology and being able to ask for what they need. Agnes Branny highlighted a “Building Confidence" course for parents that would be running soon in Edinburgh. This type of training would be useful in other parts of Scotland. Online sources such as Limping Chicken could be used to offer models to deaf children and young people.
